ON LANGUAGE:

WORKING AND PLAYING WITH WORDS!

Language is a wonderful gift we can employ in communication. The words we use and the manner in which we use them can add impact to the message we wish to convey. 

Obscure words can obfuscate meaning. Simple words can be simplistic. Copied constructions can be clichéd. How then to find the right words to expressly express what’s intended in a clear yet creative way? 

Befriending words is one way to get comfortable with using them innovatively. 

In this workshop, we will work and play with words and sentence formation to expand and enrich our vocabulary and usage. By participating in word games and activities, participants will learn about word families, rhetorical devices, aural imagery and the use of words to enhance memorability. 

The peculiarities and irregularities of the English language need not be hurdles if you learn to enjoy them. A language in which nouns can become verbs and verbs can become adjectives; A language in which many words look the same but sound different and others look different but sound the same; A language that evolves and convolves with others around it; Accept and embrace the language — make it your own.

A ‘word nerd’ and ‘pathological punster’, Punita Singh was fascinated by the sounds of language and music from an early age. She went on to study musical acoustics, psycholinguistics and communication science, earning an interdisciplinary doctorate from Washington University in 1990. Punita has taught at Washington University in St Louis, USA, McGill University in Montreal, Canada and been a visiting faculty member at a number of academic institutions in India, including IIT Delhi and the School of Convergence. 

Punita has also had a parallel career, working with words in the publishing industry. She was with the Penguin Group for over a decade — serving as Managing Editor for Education and Digital Media at Dorling Kindersley and then as Head of Rough Guides. Her monograph on Indian English was recently published in the Penguin anthology ‘Indian Essentials’.

An active Toastmaster, Punita has been President of the Toastmasters Club of New Delhi and Governor of Division C, District 82. She continues to work with the organization, supporting its activities in India and Sri Lanka to help people speak, listen and lead more effectively.
